Goals and Roles

Keep the land base intact with a conservation easement in favor of the
State of Michigan.

Keep the land on the tax roles.

Enable private for profit and nonprofit corporations to own and
manage the land and mineral rights under the State easement.

Hire private business concessionaires to manage the amenities on
existing State land and invest in the build out.

Allow a limited number of recreation buildout envelopes to be
purchased and developed by private businesses.

Establish a county-wide plan for infrastructure in collaboration with
County, Township and Village governments — affordable housing, septic,
water, green energy, WIFI, cell, law enforcement, search and rescue.

Work with nonprofit conservancies and clubs to design and steward
safe, beautiful and world class outdoor experiences for residents and
visitors.
